Or was he speaking out of his human worldview,
but moved past those limits when she took him by surprise with her reply?

Either way, the story tells us that God shows no partiality.

A deaf man then comes to Jesus and is healed. Today’s readings remind us
that all who bring a need to Jesus will be received with honor as a child and heir.
