e Welcome to Worship at St. Andrew on the Fourth Sunday after Epiphany! — We are
thankful you are here, and we offer a special welcome to all visitors and guests who are here for
the first time! A nursery is available through the door to the left of the worship space and across
the social hall (look for a purple room). Little Church — Big Faith, a Bible lesson and activity for
children up to sixth grade, will take place after the prayer of the day. There are also worship
“toolkits” to help children engage with worship and “busy bags” for younger children available
in the bookcase at the back of the sanctuary. Please feel free to take one to use with/for your
children.

e Monthly Reparations Offering Today, February 1%, during Worship — In Luke’s Gospel,
Jesus tells a story about a compassionate Samaritan, suggesting that God’s people are called to
work for healing and restoration for our neighbors, regardless of who or what caused them harm.
In light of this, St. Andrew has made a commitment to reparations in regard to African American
spiritual songs used in our worship. The text and music of most hymns is attributed to specific
authors, with copyrights in place, usage reported, and royalties paid to those whose works are
featured in worship. With African American spirituals, this is not possible. In response to many
years of such uncredited use, St. Andrew invites the congregation to give a reparations offering.
Funds received in worship will be donated to our siblings at Bethel AME Church, whose land
and building were taken from them in the 1950s, to fund their development in the Hill District.

e Growing in Faith Together (GIFT) Group for People New to St. Andrew Begins Meeting
after Worship Today, February 1** — This gathering is intended for people who are relatively
new to St. Andrew, whether you are preparing to join the congregation by transfer or Affirmation
of Baptism, or would just like to meet more people and learn about the congregation. Jeff
Denlinger and Kelly Spanninger will serve as facilitators and will be happy to answer any
questions.

e Produce Distribution, First and Third Tuesday Each Month, February 3" and 17" from
5:30-6:30 p.m. — St. Andrew partners with Greater Pittsburgh Community Food Bank to serve as
a distribution site for fresh produce on the first and third Tuesday of every month. We invite
people of the congregation to help with the distribution from 5:30 p.m. — 6:30 p.m. and/or to help
with unloading and setup during the day between 10:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m.

e Produce Distribution Supplemental Food of the Month — St. Andrew is collecting
supplemental food each month to accompany our produce distribution. For January, we ask for
donations of rice. There are collection boxes at the back of the worship space and social hall.

e Worship Committee Meeting Sunday, February 8", after Worship

e Pancake Brunch during Coffee Hour on Sunday, February 15" — Traditionally on Shrove
Tuesday, the day before Ash Wednesday, Christians would clear out all the rich and fatty foods
from their cupboards in preparation for the season of Lent and its spiritual discipline of fasting.
Following this custom, St. Andrew used to hold a pancake dinner on Shrove Tuesday, but we
have not done so since before the pandemic. Last year we re-introduced the spirit of Shrove
Tuesday after worship on Transfiguration Sunday, and we will do so again this year on February
15", At the close of worship, we will have a brief outdoor liturgy for the burning of the palms
and then proceed to the social hall for a meal together. The hospitality committee will provide
pancake mix (with gluten), sausage (non-vegan), gluten-free cupcakes and cookies, butter, syrup,
coffee and tea. We ask people of the congregation to bring fruit, breakfast juices, and other



gluten-free breakfast items. We hope you will join in these activities as we prepare for the season
of Lent, beginning on Ash Wednesday, February 18™.
