Today’s worship marks the beginning of St. Andrew’s capital campaign, 
Building Community Together! 
This initiative begins by giving thanks to our Triune God for the divine goodness, grace, and faithfulness that have sustained the St. Andrew congregation for over 135 years. 
In this initiative, our goal is not only to ensure the long-term sustainability of the church building for future generations, but to continue expanding St. Andrew’s mission 
of welcome for all in a place of hospitality and sanctuary for the community.  
 
We begin on Trinity Sunday, as we celebrate our relational God who has been revealed 
as the divine unity and community of Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
Though the word “trinity” is not found in the scriptures, today’s second reading includes the apostolic greeting that begins the liturgy: The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all. In the Gospel, Jesus sends his disciples forth to baptize in the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Spirit. More than a doctrine, the Trinity expresses the heart of our faith: we have experienced the God of creation made known in Jesus Christ and with us always through the Holy Spirit. We celebrate the mystery of the Holy Trinity in Word and Sacrament, as we profess the creed, and as we are sent into the world to bear witness to our faith.

Please consume this and then pick up an empty glass from the tray. The Communion Assistant will pour wine or grape juice into your glass. Please step to the side to consume the wine or grape juice. Feel free to kneel at the altar for prayer and reflection. As you return to your pew, glasses may be returned to the empty trays on either side of the center section.

In light of this, St. Andrew has made a commitment to reparations in regard to African American spiritual songs used in our worship. The text and music of most hymns is attributed to specific authors, with copyrights in place, usage reported, and royalties paid to those whose works are featured in worship. With African American spirituals, this is not possible. In response to many years of such uncredited use, St. Andrew invites the congregation to give a reparations offering. Funds received in worship will be donated to our siblings at Bethel AME Church, whose land and building were taken from them in the 1950s, to fund their development in the Hill District.
