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+ Day of Pentecost  

 
Pentecost derives its name from the Jewish festival celebrating the harvest and the giving of the 

Law on Mount Sinai fifty days after Passover. Fifty days after Easter, we celebrate the Holy 
Spirit as God’s presence within and among us. In Acts, the Spirit arrives in rushing wind and 

flame, bringing God’s presence to all people. Paul reminds us that though we each have different 
capacities, we are unified in the Spirit that equips us with these gifts. Jesus breathes the Holy 
Spirit on his disciples, empowering them to forgive sin. We celebrate that we too are given the 

breath of the Holy Spirit and sent out to proclaim God’s redeeming love to all the world.

●​ Monthly Reparations Offering, Sunday, June 7th, during Worship – In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus 
tells a story about a compassionate Samaritan, suggesting that God’s people are called to work 
for healing and restoration for our neighbors, regardless of who or what caused them harm. In 
light of this, St. Andrew has made a commitment to reparations in regard to African American 
spiritual songs used in our worship. The text and music of most hymns is attributed to specific 
authors, with copyrights in place, usage reported, and royalties paid to those whose works are 
featured in worship. With African American spirituals, this is not possible. In response to many 
years of such uncredited use, St. Andrew invites the congregation to give a reparations offering. 
Funds received in worship will be donated to our siblings at Bethel AME Church, whose land 
and building were taken from them in the 1950s, to fund their development in the Hill District.
